drama “Dream and Life” Sept.
26 at 2 p.m.

Playwright  and  Artistic
Director Van Pham Mai  and
Artistic Director Dr. Vitoria Rue
want the play “to provide hope
and help in the midst of culrural
and economic upheaval.” Since
the drama is reality-based, Pham

| Mai asked actors to contribute to

the scripts by writing their own
scenes.

On Sept. 23, 30-year-old
Phan, who was born in the
United States and watched her
social-service mother shepherd
Vietnamese orphans from the
1976 Operation Babylift to fos-
ter homes in Los Angeles, will
read from her book “We Should
Never Meet,” a collection of sto-
ries  about those displaced
Vietnamese and  Amerasian
orphans, their mothers, and the
American workers at the Saigon
Hospital.

“The orphans, both
Vietnamese and Amerasian, were
born and displaced in a very
tumultuous moment in history,”
Phan said. “This pocket of histo-
ry had long been overshadowed
by other accounts of the war,
from world leaders to veterans of
both sides.”

Phan hopes her book will
serve as a reminder that the casu-
alties of war don't stop ar the
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numbers of dead and wounded.
Other world performers join-
ing Phan and San Khau Viet Cali
at ARTICULATE 2009 include
Filipina baller dancer Maggic
Parungao-Ferla, Calcutta-born
