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LOOKING BACK

As reported then by the San Jose Mercury News, a “rural” college opened in
East San Jose on Sept. 3,1975. Back then, VTA's Route 71 offered a monthly
pass for just $10 that would whisk students to this new educational oasis in
the picturesque foothills.

At the time, attending a community college was a bargain at $263 — quite
a contrast to the hefty $2,781 price tag of a private university.

On that historic first day of class, San Felipe Road was still a charming,
two-lane country street, with cars stretching all the way back to Aborn
Road as students queued up to enter California’s 101st community college.

The vision for this campus took shape in 1966 when 150 acres were
purchased from the iconic Mirassou Vineyards. Evergreen'’s original design,
with a planned cost of $50 million over a decade, was inspired by the
campus layout at UC Santa Cruz. Five unique clusters — blending
classrooms, labs, and vocational shops — created a dynamic learning
environment that became the heart of the school.

The initial offerings were impressive, with 87 instructors from San Jose City
College transitioning to EVC. These faculty members launched departments
across a broad spectrum of disciplines, including Administration of Justice,
Art, Biological Sciences, Black Studies, Business, Speech, Home Economics,
Engineering, Foreign Languages, Music, Mexican-American Studies,
Nursing, Physical Science, Psychology, and Social Sciences.

Today, with more than 15,000 students per year, Evergreen Valley College is
a vibrant hub of higher education in East San Jose, offering a diverse array
of academic programs, career pathways, and community-focused
initiatives. With a commitment to student success, EVC provides a wide
range of associate degree and certificate programs across disciplines such
as STEM, arts, business, health sciences, and humanities.

The college has grown significantly since 1975, embracing modern facilities,
cutting-edge technology, and student services designed to support learners
at all stages of their educational journeys.
