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Last fall, during an EVC 50th Anniversary Planning Committee 
meeting, we were brainstorming ideas and I said “we can do a 
play!” I didn’t have a plan, but I think everything should be a play. 
Last Spring, I was brainstorming titles with KD, our stage manager, 
and we considered three-word combinations to button the title 
(ChatGPT suggested “50 Years of Books, Looks, and Bold Moves,” 
so we had to do our own work!). We knew we needed “Laughter” 
in the title - a community college history play should be fun.  

At the start of the semester, we didn’t have a script.  But we had 
a timeline to dramatize, and we had a bunch of interviews that 
the college had conducted as part of the 50-year celebration. 
The cast also conducted its own interviews with EVC students, 
faculty and staff. We transcribed these interviews and ended up 
with a document over 100 pages long! So many great stories 
and perspectives, it was hard to cut things down.  We discovered 
themes and connections between the various speakers.  We also 
had fun personifying trees, a glider and a property tax initiative and 
even recreating, verbatim, a 2016 ABC News segment about EVC’s 
Auto Tech Building.  

We hope the playful scenes open you up to the interview segments 
that ask for a closer attention. And we hope you make connections 
between the stories, themes, and your own lives. This was the case 
when one of the actors was rehearsing a monologue about the 
power of a mentor’s encouragement. The actor stopped, full of 
emotion, and shared “I had somebody like that in my life.” It has 
been a joy to work with the students on this play. And today, we 
get to share that joy with you!
